PREPARATION / BACKGROUND MATERIAL

· All background materials will be available on the web

· Before writing these deliverables, be sure to read the current Description of Work, to stay coherent with it. 
· Please also look at last year’s deliverables, which will provide a basis for much of this material (but should ALWAYS be updated to reflect changes). 
· Be sure to take into account the reviewers’ comments on the previous deliverables.
· Please read (and follow!) these instructions carefully.
ABOUT THE CONTENTS
· Once finalized, many of these texts will be published on the web site, available to the general public (and editable by the authors).
· Indicative lengths are provided. It’s OK to provide longer texts – but all material should be concise and pertinent to the intention of the section.
· Avoid generalisations and unquantified / unverifiable statements!!  On several occasions, the project officer has made sharp comments on this point.
· Who writes the deliverables? Everyone:
· The Cluster Progress Reports should be written by the entire cluster, and edited by the cluster leader.
· The Activity Progress Reports should be written by the activity participants, edited by the Activity leader, and reviewed by the Cluster leader (or a delegate).
· All deliverables should be competently reviewed by two persons not participating in the writing, before being submitted to the Technical Coordinator.
· Be sure to emphasize not only the technical work, but also the overall coherency brought by the activity or cluster to a particular area of research in Europe. 

The goal of an NoE is to 1) Integrate the Area (teams working more closely together, with a clear sens of direction); and 2) Build Excellence.  

Thus, be sure to mention :

· interaction with other leading teams, 
· the next steps and longer-term technical goals sought, and 
· the expected impacts for industry.

ABOUT THE FORMAT
· Please do not change the format in any way (spacing, fonts, sizes, bold or italics in the titles, etc.). Changing back to the initial format takes huge amount of effort. 
· When pasting in text from outside sources, be sure to select the “text only” option in the button that appears in Word).  
· If the format is incorrect, we’ll simply be obliged to refuse the deliverable.
· The text in red should be removed in the final deliverable - and all text should be coloured black.    (e.g.: remove this “authors - please read carefully” page entirely)
· Be sure to provide the documents FINAL form. We will not be doing any editing (formatting, grammar, spell check, etc) to the deliverables before sending them to the reviewers.
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1. Overview
< Should be copied and adapted from the Year 3 deliverable.
The overview should allow the reader to quickly understand what the current situation for the cluster’s research area is, and what the stakes are. 
Length should be about 2 pages. > 
1.1 High-Level Objectives
< Should be copied and adapted from the Year 3 deliverable.
In a few paragraphs, this should be an update of the high-level objective that is provided in the description of work. This section should provide a very clear view of:

· what the initial objectives were, 

· how these may have been revised and why, and 
· how these have been achieved (very short, high-level synthesis)

Any additional high-level information is welcome!

It should NOT copy detailed information available in the activity reports, but simply refer to them as appropriate. > 
1.2 Industrial Sectors
< Should be copied and adapted (if necessary) from the Year 3 deliverable.

This is a short description of the industrial sector(s) potentially impacted. 
If this work affects “all” industrial sectors, provide some description of the types of impacts expected.

Any discussion on risks, expected short, medium or long-term evolution would also be appreciated.  

Economic predictions (of any type at all) would be appreciated (mentioning sources)!   > 
1.3 Main Research Trends 

< Should be copied and adapted from the Year 3 deliverable.

This should be quite short – it’s simply to allow the reader to get an idea in the space of a few paragraphs what the technical issues are about, and why they’re important to the industrial sectors above. Be sure to reflect changes in the last year, as appropriate. 
It should NOT copy detailed information available in the activity reports, but simply refer to them as appropriate. >  
2. State of the Integration in Europe

< Should be copied and adapted (if necessary) from the Year 3 deliverable.
This section focuses on integration and building excellence – these are the deeper strategic objectives for the NoE.    It should address these issues directly, and make it clear that the NoE is sufficiently ambitious, and having a real impact.
It should NOT copy detailed information available in the activity reports, but simply refer to them as appropriate.

Length – about 2 pages for section 2 overall. > 
2.1 Brief State of the Art

< Should be copied and adapted (if necessary) from the Year 3 deliverable.
It should NOT copy detailed information available in the activity reports, but simply refer to them as appropriate.

This section should take care to link the current state of the art with corresponding industrial needs.> 
2.2 Main Aims for Integration and Building Excellence through Artist2

< Should be copied and adapted (if necessary) from the Year 3 deliverable.
It can be short, but it does need to be clear, factual, and sufficiently ambitious. Please keep in mind that durable integration and building excellence are the deeper strategic goals set for the NoE.
Integration takes place: within the cluster, between clusters, and with the larger research and industrial communities.

It should NOT copy detailed information available in the activity reports, but simply refer to them as appropriate.> 
2.3 Other Research Teams

< Should be copied and adapted (if necessary) from the Year 3 deliverable.
This is simply a short description of the main existing research teams world-wide, and their activities in the cluster’s area. Hopefully, this will cover all the main research teams in the area worldwide, and provide some idea of the research landscape. 
A quick analysis of the research landscape would be appreciated. 
It should NOT copy detailed information available in the activity reports, but simply refer to them as appropriate.> 
2.4 Interaction of the Cluster with Other Communities

< Should be copied and adapted (if necessary) from the Year 3 deliverable.
This section describes the interaction taking place with other research and industrial teams. It should provide a dynamic view of this interaction, describing what previous work has led to interaction, and perhaps some of the objectives sought in this interaction. 

This is where any activities on Spreading Excellence should be described, within the framework of a larger overall strategy.

It should be factual, clear, and go into enough depth to be interesting. Simply listing topics is not enough – the deliverable should tell the story of integration.
It should NOT copy detailed information available in the activity reports, but simply refer to them as appropriate. > 
3. Overall Assessment and Vision for the Cluster

<This section certainly does not need to be long – but it does need to be clear, factual and provide an honest appraisal about the way the cluster has functioned, and what steps have been taken to ensure continuing/maximal success.

NB: It’s not recommended to say “everything is fine – we’ll just continue in the same direction”, which probably reads to the reviewers as a lack of management. 
Overall length – 2-3 pages > 

3.1 Assessment for Year 4
< This should be new text (not copied from previous deliverables). 

State what’s going well, what is not going well, what past and future opportunities there are. It simply needs to be short&factual, no embellishments needed. > 
3.2 Overall Assesment since the start of the Artist2 NoE

< This should be inpired from the previous years’ assessments. 

State the main achievements, what went well, what posed the main difficulties, what opportunities were found and explored. It simply needs to be short&factual, no embellishments needed. > 
3.3 Vision Beyond the Artist2 NoE
< Should be copied and adapted (if necessary) from the Year 3 deliverable.

Give a sense of where the cluster is going beyond the end of the NoE (eg: in ArtistDesign, if this is appropriate, but also in other forms if applicable.
Length – about 0.5 pages. >

4.1 Core Partners

< Should be copied and adapted (if necessary) from the Year 3 deliverable.

There should be one entry for each team leader, or significant cluster participant. Cluster leader should be first in the list – others should be in alphabetical order by institution (to place people in the same institution together).
